antisemitism held an important place in Dostoyevsky s ethical system and was linked to his vexed relationship with
Christianity Notes that he staunchly held three ethical principles sanctity of children incompatibility of ethics with
utilitarianism and calculation and the view that every kind of authority was bound by the same moral strictures as individuals
Thus he could not accept a God who had sacrificed his son or a redemption brought about by the suffering of a child Jesus
Dostoyevsky invented the image of a Jew onto whom he could project everything that was unacceptable to him in religion and
