5 practical knowledge and skills 6 adaptation 7 professional networking and 8 9 perceived benefits to teachers and students
Chaos complexity theory was used to identify the major attractors goals for teachers self directed professional development
using ICT Two attractors were identified These were personal professional development and classroom practice However an
over riding factor common to both attractors was identified as self efficacy The study identified the over arching driver for
self directed professional development as the teacher s need to improve their self efficacy A two dimensional model of self
directed professional development was suggested The systemic element of the model focused on the self correcting impact of
ICT use on professional development whilst the personal element focused on self efficacy as the central stratum for self
directed professional development The study concluded by acknowledging the potent role that ICT is playing in the self
directed continuing professional development of teachers in Zimbabwe and recommended among other things the inclusion
of A level teachers in the development of localised online materials resources for their subjects This will help to enhance
