physical activity PA On one hand many children from low income families are not getting enough to eat each day due to a
lack of resources On the other hand children from middle and upper income levels consume enough food but their diets are
high in fat sugar and sodium and they do not participate in PA As a result of this combination many children today face an
increased risk for under nutrition obesity heart disease and other chronic diseases Finally educators and health professionals
